
ASAA PROVINCIALS GOLF ETIQUETTE & TIE BREAKING PROCEDURES

Golf Course Etiquette
Please ensure the following are brought to your golfers’ attention:
● Keep pull carts off the greens
● Divots must be replaced
● Sand traps must be raked
● Yard markers need to be replaced if pulled out
● Tee markers must not be moved
● Conduct in the clubhouse- please be courteous
● Play ready golf and keep the pace moving.

Ties
Individuals
● Individuals tied for first after the round will play extra holes until the tie is broken. The host coordinator will

determine the extra hole(s) to be played in the playoff in conjunction with the course director. The
individual(s) winning the playoff will be awarded the gold medal and the losing individual(s) will be
awarded silver. Bronze medals will not be awarded if multiple participants win the silver medal.

● Individuals tied for second place after the two rounds will all receive silver medals. No playoff will be held
and bronze medals will not be awarded.

● Individuals tied for third place after the two rounds will all receive bronze medals. No playoff will be held.

Teams
● Teams tied for first after the round will play extra holes until the tie is broken. The host coordinator will

determine the extra hole(s) to be played in the playoff in conjunction with the course director. The team
winning the playoff will be awarded the gold medals and the losing team will be awarded silver. Bronze
medals will not be awarded if multiple teams win the silver medals.

● Individuals tied for second place after the two rounds will all receive silver medals. No playoff will be
held and bronze medals will not be awarded.

● Teams tied for third place after the two rounds will receive bronze medals. No playoff will be held.
