These pins/keychains may be given to players, 
coaches, parents and spectators for bringing a positive presence to the Championship and demonstrating 
consistent exemplary sportsmanlike behavior.  
 
Help our host committee recognize and celebrate displays of individuals that Set The Bar for 
Sportsmanship this weekend!  Look for SET THE BAR nomination posters displayed throughout the schools 
and scan the QR code to complete the online nomination google form. Nominators must be from a 
different school than the nominee. 
 
This form will go directly to the host committee to review and determine if individuals have SET THE BAR. 
Selections for SET THE BAR recipients will be announced throughout the event and will be presented with 
their SET THE BAR pin/keychain. 
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Team Sportsmanship Award 
A Team Sportsmanship Banner will be awarded to one team who represents the true spirit of 
sportsmanship, integrity, ethics and fair play at the 2024 1A ASAA Provincial Championship. 
Each team participating in the event is asked to select a team that best exemplifies the qualities of 
sportsmanship throughout the competition.  More information will be included in the coaches’ package. 
(Criteria for the Sportsmanship Award) 
 
Teams are asked to nominate one team for the Team Sportsmanship Award before the end of the 
competition on Saturday. Once the committee has reviewed all the nominations and the recipient of the 
award has been selected, it will be submitted to the ASAA office for review.   
 
NOTE: The sportsmanship banner is awarded by ASAA after the event. 
 
 
FIRST AID INFORMATION AND EMERGENCY ACTION PLAN  
 

• Immediate first aid and athletic injuries are the responsibility of each team. Teams should have 
their own first aid kits. 

• A certified Athletic therapist will be on site (shared between the two facilities).  They will be a 
visual presence and available for injury management. 

• Teams are responsible for bringing their own medical supplies. However, some medical 
supplies/ice packs will be available at the athletic therapy station.  

• Limited taping supplies may be available for a fee. 
• In the event of an emergency, a staff member on site will call 9-1-1. The individual will be taken to 

the Bonnyville Hospital.

GRIEVANCE COMMITTEE AND APPEAL PROCESS 
 
Any grievances can be brought forward to the Grievance Committee, consisting of Paul Bourgoin, Richard 
Fortin, Trevor Barrington, the Head Official (or designate), and 2 neutral coaches.  If a coach or athlete 
wishes to appeal an ejection, it is the responsibility of the Grievance/Discipline Committee to address the 
appeal as soon as possible, and before the next scheduled game or match. To handle the appeals of an 
ejection, ASAA policy states: “All ASAA Provincial Championship Hosts will convene a Discipline/Appeal 
Committee. The 
Committee will have the authority to address issues of a serious nature that may occur before, during or 
after a provincial championship match, or hear appeals of the automatic suspension 
resulting from an ejection.”

Please treat them 
with respect and understanding. They are volunteering their time to help make the event run as 
smoothly as possible.
