Protests / Grievances

As per ASAA policy, a grievance committee has been organized to handle
discipline and appeals. The committee will have the authority to address
issues of a serious nature that may occur before, during or after a
Provincial Championship match, or to hear appeals of the automatic
suspension resulting from an ejection (see ASAA 2024/25 Policy
Handbook). The committee may include, but not limited to, the tournament
chairperson, an official and two coaches not in conflict with the issue.
