Banquet/Official Opening:

The official opening of the tournament will be held in conjunction with the banquet on
Wednesday, March 15™ at 7:00pm — 9:00pm at Jasper Place High School in the Cafeteria.
Attendance at the banquet/opening ceremonies is compulsory for all team members and
coaches. Teams must wear attire that identifies them as a team.

Tickets are $30/person with a maximum of 18 tickets allowed per team. Tickets must be paid
for a time of registration.



The banquet will include opening comments by ASAA executive members, words of inspiration
via a guest speaker (Katherine and/or Michelle Plouffe), and of course a full pasta meal with a
protein.

Pay it Forward Loonie Fee:

There will be a “Pay It Forward Loonie Fee” assessed to all participants at provincials. This fee
will be added to all provincial registration forms on the tournament website.

The Pay It Forward Loonie Fee — states that “each provincial championship will charge an
additional $1 for each participating student and remit those funds to the ASAA office after the
championship. Those funds will be directed to the ASAA scholarship fund to recognize student
athletes who give back to their school and communities by either coaching or officiating in
school or community sport.”

First Aid:

Teams must provide their own medical supplies and plan to do their own taping. We will have a
trainer’s room set up at Jasper Place High School in the Fitness Center (there will be signage in
the hallways to direct people to the fitness center). Ice will be available upon request.
Tournament Organizing Committee members will be available to assist you in accessing further
medical attention if required.

Optimize Physio will be on site at Jasper Place in the Center Gym throughout the tournament
for additional support.

Hospitality/Concession:

Jasper Place High School will operate a concession that will be cash, debit or credit card.

Awards Presentations:

All “presentation games” will be held at Jasper Place High School and awards will be presented
immediately following. These include Championship, Finalists, 3 Place, 4™ Place, and
Consolation Championship. In accordance with ASAA, Team Sportsmanship Awards will be
presented by the ASAA to the recipient school at a time shortly after the competition.

Sportsmanship:

Consistent with ASAA values, a strong emphasis on and recognition of sportsmanship in both
individual and teams will be highlighted. The Sportsmanship Committee will award individual
pins in recognition of sportsmanship-like actions through the tournament, and will forward
recommendation for the Team Award to the ASAA for later presentation. This is done via the
new Set the Bar initiative put forward by the ASAA.

Discipline and Misconduct:

Breaches of the ASAA Code of Ethics are treated seriously and, as hosts, we are required to
immediately report to the ASAA office any breaches that come to our attention. A portion of the
ASAA Code of Ethics states “Any conduct, including, but not limited to ejections, fighting, drugs
and alcohol use, that results in dishonor to the athlete, the team, the school or the ASAA will
not be tolerated.” (pg. 29)

Coaches and/or athletes who have been ejected from a game will be required to leave the
school premises for the duration of that match.



Grievance/Discipline Committee:

A Grievance/Discipline Committee will be in place to review any and all concerns that may
occur. These will include appeals of application of ASAA policy (e.g. automatic game suspension
for ejection of an athlete or coach), as well as tournament concerns. This Committee will be
comprised of three members of the host committee.

Code of Ethics/Sportsmanship:

We remind all about the standards of behavior and performance for which the ASAA stands —
applying the team’s members as well as supporters. Fair play and sportsmanship of team
members are expectations of the ASAA and the Organizing Committee, and the responsibility of
coaches. A reminder that artificial noisemakers are not allowed at ASAA events. While hosts
will monitor and address unacceptable spectator behavior, we will — if necessary — call on team
delegates to assist with their fans.

A reminder that a coach or player that is disqualified will receive a one game suspension. Ifitis
the teacher sponsor that is disqualified, and no other teacher sponsor is available for that team,
the tea will not be allowed to participate in their following game.

On behalf of Jasper Place High School, we welcome all participants to Edmonton. We hope that
we will provide an enjoyable and successful event for all and that participants will leave with
positive feelings about the conclusion to the 2022-23 basketball season.
